Statement on the awarding of support from the Group Social Fund.
1. 1st Fressingfield Scout Group believes that no young person should be excluded from scouting due to personal or financial circumstance.
2. The Group will endevour to support our members through the provision of a social fund.

3. The amount will be agreed by the Executive Committee annually as part of the budget setting process.

4. Leaders understand the importance of treating requests for financial support both sensitively and in confidence.

5. Any request for support must be in writing and addressed to the Group Scout Leader, supporting evidence should be provided including the reason for financial support.  Key indicators for example eligibility for free school meals, pupil premium, educational statement of additional need or lone parent family will be given the highest consideration.
6. The Group believes that while significant financial support should be provided to those who require it, we also believe that a parental contribution should always be sort.  Therefore a maximum award of 90% of the cost of the request can be granted.

7. The Group would expect in most instances that the monthly subscription has been paid to demonstrate ongoing parental committment to the Scout Group.

8. Each individual will be limited to a maximum of £100 of support in any one financial year.  Within the budget set as described above.

9. The Executive committee delegates authority to approve grants from the social fund to the Group Scout Leader in consultation with the relevant Section Leader and the Executive Treasurer – therefore three members of the Executive will need to approve any request.

10. Where a grant from the Group Social Fund is not available, parents will be sign posted to other avenues of potential funding.  I.e Children that are entitled to’free school meals’ or have an ’educational statement of additional needs’ can request that funding allocated to the school can be used to support informal educational.

11. Support to individuals from the social fund will be reported to the Executive at the next available Executive Committee.
